Landecaping shall relate to
buildings and paved surfaced as to scale, massing, size, shape and
color. At the time of planting, the vegetation shall neet the
specifications of the Village of Amherst Zoning Ordinance, and as
ray be amended from time to time.

G. Parking Provisions

et Park
Paving of parking lots are reguired. All parking areas
shall be paved with either asphalt or concrete surfacing.
Paving shall be completed within six (6) months of
BEcupancy .

Parking - Op Street
streat parking is prohibited to occupants of the park,
including but not limited to enployees, customers,

suppliere, vendors ard visitors.

Parking - Off Street
Farking setback from the front yard is 10 feet from the

strest right-of-way. The setback shall be landscaped.
The landscape plan snall be subnitted to the Village of
Amherst Plan Commission for approval.

Off-Street Loading

{1} &All loading areas shall be entirely contained on-
site and within the property setback lines. Mo loading
area shall face the front (street) side of the building.
All leading areas shall be orlented to the side or the
rear of the building.

(2) In the General Business area, all loading areas
shall be oriented tc the side or the rear of the
building. No leading area shall face the front (street)
side of the building.

(3) In the Manufacturing the loading areas ecan be
oriented on any side of the building with the preference
of having the locading areat to the gide or rear of the
building.

Each parcel cwner shall provide a sufficient number of
off-street parking spaces on the owner’s parcel to
accommodate the maximum number of vehicles operated by
employees, customers, suppliers, wvendors and visitors
expected on each parcel during peak hours (including
shift overlaps. In no case shall the amount of parking
for each project be less than required by the Village of
Amherst Zoning Code.



. Qutdeor Storage

- -
All refuse and storage arsas shall be to the side or rear
of the building and not within the side and rear yard
setback areas. No waste naterial or refuse may be dumpad
or permitted to remaln on any part of the proparty
outside of the Lullding. No storage or inoperative or
wracked wvehicles shall be allowed.

All outdoor storage areas shall be vicually screensd fronm
2ll streets with a six foot hign opague fance,
vegetation, berm, or conbination thercof. Veaetative
screens or berms, or combinations thereof, shall be at
least 4 feet high at the tine of installation and capable
of providing a solid screen within three (3} years of

Cinstallation. Screening ghall be attrackive inp
appearance and keeping with the architectural guality of
the ma in structure. Refuse and Btorage areas shall be
paved and mnaintained In an orderly and dust-free
condition.

1. Facility Fencing

Refer to Village of Amherst Zoning ordinance.

J.  PBuilding Height

The heights of all structures are subject to the Village of
Amherst Zoning Ordinance.

K. Lot Drainage

A4 drainage plan for the lot shall contain water retention an
Eite during construction and after construction. At the time of
applying for a builéding permit with the Village Bullding Inspector,
a glte plan including improvements pertaining to drainzce or floed
control to handle the additional runoff generated from devalopment
of the land is reguired. Such plan shall inelude provicsions for
disposal of surface water without any damage to the developed or
undeveloped land downstream or below the propesed development.
Such drainage inprovexents are then requlired to be mairtained as
to retain its integrity and no such improvements may be filled or
otherwise changed to inpede the flow of water.

L. Landscaping

The front yard area of the site shall be graded, landascaped
and planted with trees, shrubs, ground cover and appropriate
natural landscaping materials. Landscaping shall relate o
buildinge and paved surfaced as to scale, massing, size, shape and
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. At Ttne Time of planting, the vegetation shall meet the
specifications of the Village of Amherst Zoning Ordinance.

M. Signage

(1) Mo signs, other than product or company
identification signs and directional signs, shall hbe
permitted on parcels or buildings within the Park.
Mounted billboards or signs are prchibited. Wall-
mounted billboards are prohibited, Building-mounted
gigns may be attached only to the ground floor of a
building, unless mpproval is granted by the Village to
mnount them higher on multi-story buildings.

(2} One corporate identity slgn may be placed on a
building facade or en a ground-mounted panel. HNo roof-
mounted esigns are permitted. All lettering on the sign
shall be smaller in height than 10% of the wall height
“and all of the corbined graphics shall be ne longer than
25% of the wall length. In the case of double frontage
lots with building facades on two streets (but no
including corner lots), two such signs shall be pernitted
(ene per frontage) consistent with these requirements.

{2) Sign permits and other sign reguirenents are
identified in the Village of Amherst Ordinances.

4.  MOISE

The Amharst Zoning Ordinance governs the noise allowed in the
Amherst Business Park.

5.  GENERAL PROHIBITION ON SUBDIVISION OF LOTS

Individual parcels or lote within the Park may be combined,
put after being deeded to an owner by the Village, further division
of parcels or loss within the Park is prohibited, axcept as
provided below,

6. BHASTE INCINERATION

No waste materials shall be incinerated in the Park except in
an incinerater specifically designed and constructed for such
curpose and approved or permitted by every governmental unit with
jurisdiction. Any such incinerator shall be contained within the
principal building on the owner’s parcel.

7. HATNTEMANCE RESPONSIBLILITIES
A. General Malntenance
Each parcel owner shall keep sald owner’s property
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and all contigucus street right-of-way areas to the edge
of the pavemcnt and easenent areas in a well maintained,
safa, clean and attractive conditien at all times. Such
maintenance includes, but iz not limited to, the
following:

(a) The removal of all litter, trash, refuse and waste,

(b} The maintenance of exterior 1lighting, signs and
mechanical facilities. All such facilities shall be in
working order.

{z] The kKeeping of all exterior building surfaces in a
clean, well maintained condition.

(d] The removal of unlicensed, inoperable or abhandoned
vehicles.

Maintenance During Construction

During construction, it shall be the responsibility
of the parcel owner to insure that construction sites are
kept free of unsightly accunulations of rubbish and scrap
materials and that construction material, trailers, and
the like are kept in a neat and orderly manner. Burning
of excess or scrap construction materials is prohibited.
Construction site erosion control practices shall be
implemented to prevent erosion, eedimentatior and
pollution of water, scil and air during construction.
Refer to the Village of Amherst Zoning Ordinance for
specific regulations.

Removal of Construction Debris

All excess earth, stumps, slashings and construction
debris must be rempoved from a lot within six (6) monthe
from the beginning of construction of a permitted
structure on sald lot. Under no circumstances shall any
such debris be placed or dumped on any other lot in the
Froperty.

Maintepance of Unimproved Parcels

The owner of any undeveloped parcel must maintain
sald lands free of rubbish, noxious weeds, and mosguito
hresding conditions.

(1) HBuisances: HNe portion of the property shall be used
in such a manner as to create a nuisance to
adjacent sitees or adjoining residential areas such
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as, Dut nol limited to, nolise, wvibrations, electro-
mechanical and electro-magnetic disturbances and
radiation, air and water contaminants and radiation,
dust, smoke, odor, toxic or cbnoxious emissions,
radio-active ligquids or solid waste, glare and

heat and fire hazards.

(2) Maintenance Regulations: All property shall be

planted, paved, or otherwise improved and kept in
a well-groomed fashion. All grass shall be mowed
reqularly.

B. ENFORCEMENT

Abatement and Sult: Violation and breach ol any
restrictions herein contained shall give to any and every

owner of property, and the Village of Amherst, the right
' to prosecute a proceeding at law or in eguity against
person or persons who have violated or attempted to
violate any of these restrictions to enjoin or prevent
them from doing so0, and to cause said violation to be
removed or remedied and to recover damages for =said
violation, including the attorney’s fees of <the
prevailing party or parties, and such amount as may be
fixed by the Court in such proceedings.

9. RE-PURCHASE RIGHTS

(A) Failure to Bujild: The owner agrees to substantially
complete the approved project within twelve (12) months
from the date of purchase. In the event the owner of
land purchased from the Village of Amherst doss not
commence construction of the approved project within
twelve (12) months after the date of purchase, the
Village shall have the right to re-purchase the land fron
the Owner. In the event the Village desires to re-
purchase the land, it shall serve the owner with a notice
of such intent, and theresafter the Owner shall have
thirty (30) days to prepare necessary closing documents.
The price pald to re-purchase the land shall be the sun
of +the original purchase price and all special
assessnents which may have been paid by the buyer or
levied against the property after the date of the
purchase, minus the sum of any unpaid property taxes,
proration of the current year’s property taxes to date
of closing, title insurance policy premium or cost of
warranty abstract, and any liens and encumbrances on the
property of a definite or ascertainable amount.
Conveyance shall be by Warranty Deed.
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LH) pessle ol Yaocant Lang: Irn the event the owner of
land purchased from the Village of Amherst elects to sell
any portion thereof which is wacant, the property shall
First be offered in writing to the Village of Amherst.
The Village shall have sixty (60) days from the date of
receipt of such offar to accept or reject, unlaess an
axtension of time may be mutually agreed upon and set
forthn im writing. The purchase price shall be computed
as indicated above. Convevance shall be by Warranty
D .

10. TEBMS AND EXTENSIOHS

ALl of the foregoing covenants, restrictions, conditions and
reservations shall continue and remain in full force and effect at
all times ns against the owner of any lot in the Property,
roagardless of how he acquired title, until a period of twenty-five
[25) years subsequent to the date of recording of thess
restrictions with the Portage County Register of Deads has
cocurred, on which date these covenants, restrictions, conditions
and reservations shall be autopatically extended for successive
periods of ten (10) years each, unless within aix (6] months prior
to the end of the original term or any renewal term, & written
instrument in recordable form has been signed by the owners of a
majority of the lots in the property and recorded with the Portage
County Register of Deeds, or its successor, which instrument
provides for a change, anendment or cancellation of these
rastrictions and covenants, in whole or in part. Hotwithstanding
the foregoing to the contrary, these covenants, restrictions,
conditions and reservations may be amended by affirmative written
action of fifty-one percent (51%) or wore of the then lot owners.

11. SEVERABILITY

If any one or wore of the foregeing covenants, reatrictions,
conditiona or reservations is declared for any reason, by a court
of competent jurisdiction, to be null and void, the judgment or
decree shall not in any manner whatsoever affect, modify, change,
abrogate or nullify any of the covenants, restrictions, conditions
and reservations not declared to be vold or unenforceable, but all
of the remsining covenants, restrictions, conditlons and
reservations not cxpressly held to be void or unenforceable shall
continue unimpaired and in full force and effect.

1z, WALVER

No delay or cmission on the part of the Owner, or any owner
or owners of other lots in the Property in exercising any rights,
power, or remedy herein provided, in the event of any breach of the
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restrlictions, covenants, conditions or reservetions herein
contained, ahell be construed as a waiver thereof or acoulescencs
therein; and no right of action shall accrue nor shall anv action
be brought or maintained by anyone whatsoever agalnst the Owner or
amy oWner or owners for or on account of his or her faillura to
bring eny action on account of any breach of these covenants,
reastrictiona, conditions or reservationz, or for impoging

reatrictiona herein which nay be unenforceable by any such owner
Or OWNners.
